Attached is a @\ithdraw from the ProgrammeGiorm for you to sign and return. Please make sure
you have completed al of your background details. When you have completed this form you will
have given your consent to be withdrawn from the Programme.

You may wish to remain in the Programme but have decided to stop having smears and/ or do not
want to receive reminder letters from the Programme.

Some of the reasons that may apply are:
¥ you no longer choose to have any more smear tests (and you are nearly 70yrs of age)
¥ you are going overseas

¥ you have had a complete Hysterectomy, including removd of your cervix (the need for
further smear tests needs to be discussed with your smear taker or Doctor)

¥ you are too unwell to have any further smears for other medicd reasons.

Under these circumstances you do not need to complete the "Withdraw from the Programme” form
that is attached. We are able to record on the NCSP-Register the circumstances that apply and you
will not receive reminder letters. Your records will remain on the NCSP-Register.

Please phone the NCSP Register Central Team on 0800 50 60 50 for further information
about the Withdrawal process, or discuss with your smear taker.

When we receive your completed form, al of your electronic details, except for your background
details, will be deleted from the Programme after 20 working days. Any paper records (including a
copy of your screening history if requested), will so be destroyed unless you have ticked the
box(es) requesting that these be retumed to you. You will also receive aletter confirming your
withdrawa from the Programme.

It is important to note, once you have withdrawn from the Programme, you and your smear taker
are responsible for your cervica screening. Please let your smear taker know you have withdrawn
so they are aware of this.

If you change your mind at alater date, you are welcome to re-enrol. Please ring us on freephone
0800 50 60 50 to get a Re-enrol form. As the Programme will not have any of your previous
information, your screening history would begin with your most recent smear result.

The National Cervical Screening Programme supports women and smear takers by:
¥ making sure a complete record of your cervical screening history exists, regardless of whether
you change doctor or smear taker
¥ sending areminder if you are a few months overdue for your regular cervical smear
¥ checking you get the right tests and/ or treatment if you have an abnormal smear result
¥ monitoring programme quality and evaluating all stages of screening.

Questions & Answers

What does withdraw from the
Programme mean?

Withdrawing from the Programme is when you have a smear
but choose not to take part in the National Cervical Screening
Programme. This can be either:

¥ before you have been enrolled

¥ when you change your mind at a later date and decide
you no longer want to take part.

You can withdraw from the Programme by completing a
@vithdraw from the ProgrammeOForm, or by writing to the
Programme. You can get a form by phoning the National
Cervical Screening Programme freephone 0800 50 60 50, or
from the website www.nsu.govt.nz

What does withdrawing from the
Programme mean for me?

When you withdraw from the Programme, you and your
smear taker are responsible for your own screening. This
means the Programme will not:

¥ make sure a complete record of your cervical screening
history exists even if you change your doctor or smear
taker

¥ send reminder letters if you are overdue for a smear, or

¥ make sure you get follow-up if you have an abnormal
result.

Regular smears are your best protection against cervical
cancer. It is currently recommended every woman should
have a smear every three years from age 20 until they turn
70. In some cases you should have a smear more often. Your
smear taker should discuss this with you.

What happens to my information?

Once we have confirmed you want to withdraw, the
Programme is required to delete al of your electronic
information, except for your background details.

Any paper records (including a copy of your screening
history if requested), will aso be destroyed unless you have
ticked the box(es) requesting that these be returned to you.

There is a small chance some of your paper records from
before March 2005 may be kept by the Programme.

Before March 2005, when the law was changed, the filing of
paper records was done in date order and not by individual
woman. With this type of filing system we cannot aways
guarantee we have found all of your paper records. If this is
the case, they will not be used.

What are my background details and why
does the Programme keep them?

When you withdraw from the Programme, the Programme is
required to keep your background details. These are your
name, date of birth, National Health Index (NHI) number (if
known), address and ethnicity. This alows the Programme to
correctly identify you as a woman who does not wish to take
part in the Programme. This reduces the risk of your future
results being accidentally added to the National Cervical
Screening Programme-Register.

There is a very small chance this may still happen should you
change your name in the future. This would mean you would
be re-enrolled in the Programme at that time. If this happened
and you still did not wish to be part of the Programme then
you would then need to withdraw again.

The Programme will retain ethnicity details to help make
decisions on how the Programme can be improved.

Bvaluators of the Programme will not access your health
information unless you later develop cancer of the cervix.

What is an NHI number?

The National Health Index number (NHI number) is a unique
number that is assigned to each person using heath and
disability support services. This number alows you to be
correctly identified.

If after withdrawing | change my mind,
can | take part in the Programme at a
later date?

You are welcome to re-enrol in the Programme at any time by
filling in a ®e-enrol in the Programmeorm or writing to the
Programme. As the Programme was required to delete your
previous information, your screening history will begin with
your most recent smear result.
